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Zvika "Zvi" Greengold was an Israeli IDF tank commander who fought during the
1973 Yom Kippur War. Due to his actions during the war he became a national hero in
Israel, and was awarded the Medal of Valor (the nation's highest medal for heroism
awarded to only 6 people during the war) [ 2. He reportedly lives in Galilee hilltop
settlement, and is managing director of Frutarom chemical company.

At the start of the war Greengold, then a lieutenant, was unattached to any unit
as he was enrolled on a course for company commanders 4, and was actually at home
in Kibbutz Lohamei Hagettaot (Lohamei Hageta'ot) [°l. He volunteered for service at
Nafekh and initially helped with the injured as no tanks were available. Once Centurion
tanks became available, he managed to commandeer one with the help of reserve
crews.

His tank fought sometimes alone and sometimes in conjunction with other tanks,
with Greengold having to change tanks "half a dozen times" 4l as tanks were knocked
out. Greengold managed to commandeer stray tanks at times to form a makeshift "task
force". During the following battle he identified his tank(s) to command as "Koah Zvika"
(English: Zvika Force) to fool the Syrians into thinking they were fighting a tank unit
instead of at times his solitary tank. Part of his tactics included holding up a Syrian tank
unit by firing and rapidly changing position to allow the Syrians to think they themselves
were facing a Israeli tank unit instead of a single tank. Greengold managed to continue
fighting the Syrians even though he was wounded and burned during the 20 hours of
the action he took part in.
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Dilemma #1

There has just been a terror attack in a restaurant in Jerusalem. The Israeli government decides
on a few measures, one of them being closing the borders between Palestinian territory and
Israel. Only a few people that have a special pass, can go in and out. The Israeli soldiers were
told to enforce this decision-with no exceptions, especially as a result of fear of more terror
attacks. Soldiers should be very wary of everyone -men, women and even children.

A Palestinian woman has just arrived at one of the checkpoints. She is in labor and needs to get
to the closest hospital, which is located in Israel. Her brother is driving the car and says that she
is in a lot of pain, and needs to get to the hospital a.s.a.p! There is only one problem: they have

no pass.

What should the soldiers do?

Dilemma #2

In 1994 the ethical code of the I.D.F (Israeli Defence Force) was composed by Assa Kasher. One
of the points that were made was that no wounded soldiers would be left behind. Not abandoning
wounded soldiers was always an important part of the I.D.F. It makes Israeli solders feel safer
when going on combat missions. After the ethical code was composed, there was an incident at
Joseph’s tomb where an Israeli soldier, Yusuf Madchat was caught under Palestinian fire. At
some point, Matchad was wounded and could not move. The I.D.F had to go in and rescue the
injured soldier. The problem was that the situation was very dangerous, and rescuing Matchad
would probably cause the death of other Israeli soldiers.

What should the I.D.F do?
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Dilemma #3

You are serving within a commando unit in the southern West Bank, south of Hebron. Your
current mission is to infiltrate a small village of about 30 people. There is a suspected terrorist
living within this small village who is known to have created explosives for suicide bombings.
There is a lot of information and research on this particular terrorist, and his arrest is important
for the safety and security of Israeli citizens. Your unit is heading by foot to this hilltop village
starting at 5 a.m. On your trek up to the top of the hill, your leader notices an older shepherd
from the village on a nearby hill. The shepherd, with his flock of sheep, sees you and your unit
approaching the village.

What do you do?

Dilemma #4

At a checkpoint in the West Bank. Your job is to check people and vehicles that are requesting
entrance into Israel. On a typical day many Palestinian Arabs cross over from the West Bank into
Israel proper, mainly for work and often for medical reasons (many Palestinians use hospitals in
Israel). They line up at checkpoints so the Israeli Army can search each person and vehicle to
make sure they are not carrying weapons.

According to intelligence information you’ve received, an ambulance is expected to arrive with a
wanted terrorist in it carrying an explosive belt for a suicide attack against innocent Israeli
civilians.

Suddenly an ambulance arrives, and inside is a woman who is seemingly pregnant. It has
happened at checkpoints that not everybody who appears to be pregnant is truly pregnant. The
woman appears to be in pain and her husband is also highly anxious. The ambulance driver says
the woman is about to give birth and without the proper medical attention at the hospital, the
newborn baby will struggle to survive.

It is a hot day and there is a long line of cars. Your commander is yelling at you on the two-way
radio, “Do not let ambulances go through because there is a terrorist in an ambulance!”



To complicate the picture, a news video crew is present. To further complicate the situation, the
pregnant woman is a religious Muslim and it is considered disrespectful to touch a religious
woman.

You are not a doctor, but you have to make a decision. If you let the ambulance go through and it

contains a terrorist, then innocent people will die. If there is not a terrorist in this particular
ambulance, you may cause the woman to lose her child.
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What do you do?

a. Stop the vehicle. Search it thoroughly. This procedure, especially for ambulances and trucks,
can take many hours.

b. Stop the vehicle. Do a quick search and look-through. You don’t pay attention to too much
detail, as you want to speed up the process to help the pregnant woman get to the hospital.

c. Let the vehicle through with little inspection. You trust that the ambulance will be heading
directly to the nearest hospital to deliver the woman’s baby.

d. Stop the vehicle and inspect it thoroughly. Meanwhile, you call an ambulance on the other
side and send it to the checkpoint to transport the woman.

You feel that’s
tantamount to cheating on her; but you are really taking strain with the security situation and you
would love to be able to change it. What do you do?
