The sequence of events in Israel changes daily, and the return to routine is beginning to take its toll.
We must not forget the horrifying and tragic events we witnessed in the days following October 7th.
With this understanding, the Civil Advocacy Center (‘Israeli Spirit) has produced an important book
containing a historical testimony from the recent months.

As part of our activities, photographers Paulina Patimer and Adar Eyal volunteered to document the
events, the sights, and the personal stories of the people and communities in the Gaza envelope (Otef
Aza). Thousands of photos were taken, most during complex shooting days with military escorts,
sometimes under live fire.

The photographers met with released hostages and their families, families of those murdered,
and other local residents. Their stories are interwoven with the images in the book. The entire
process of creating the book was done on a voluntary basis through the Civil Advocacy Center, and all
proceeds from the book sales are donated to support ongoing efforts and the fight against
antisemitism worldwide.

Additionally, 20 selected photographs are currently featured in a traveling exhibition open to the
public at various locations across Israel.

As October 7th commemoration events approach, our photographers are embarking on an
advocacy tour in communities across the U.S. We invite you to bring our photographers as guest
speakers to your Federation or community, host the exhibition, or organize a book sale
